Anna Patalano – Painting and Drawing Materials List 

ALL LEVEL CLASSES
PAINT:

Oil, water-based oil, or acrylic paint can be used for classes. 

Oil paint takes longer to dry and unless one uses mediums to hasten the drying time, the works may be difficult to transport if they are still wet. Gamblin Artists Colors makes a medium called Galkyd Lite that hastens the drying time for oil paint.

This is the premier oil paint manufacturer in the U.S. and all of their products have been tested for safety and permanence. If cost is an issue, you can purchase Winton Student Grade Oils in the large, 200ml tubes.

If you already have other brands of oil paint you’ve been using, I will look at them.

Winsor Newton (Artisan brand) and Holbein (Duo Aqua brand) make water-based oil paints that look and act like oils but use water for clean-up and thinning. Many students use these because they dry more slowly than acrylics but not as slow as oil plus the clean-up is easier and less toxic.

Duo Aqua is the higher quality brand and does not come in large, 200 ml tubes.
Golden and Liquitex are major acrylic paint manufacturers. I prefer Golden because the pigment quality is more dense thereby producing more intense colors. Acrylics always dry 2 shades darker than what they appear when wet so keep that in mind. There are many mediums and additives that can be used with acrylic paints that allow flexibility in creating textural and transparency effects.

Obtain the following colors (in large size tubes, 200 ml.) if possible –

Titanium white

Zinc white (only if experiments with different whites is desired)

French ultramarine blue

Cerulean blue

Cobalt blue

Prussian blue

Cadmium yellow light

Cadmium yellow medium

Cadmium yellow deep

Cadmium red light

Cadmium red medium 

Cadmium red deep

Naples yellow

Lemon yellow

Alizarin Crimson

Viridian

Raw Umber

Optional colors – Vermillion, burnt sienna, burnt umber, raw sienna. Ivory black, lamp black (Bare Bones beginning painting students must have the blacks immediately.) 

ACCESSORIES: 

1. Palette of some kind made of glass, wood, or plastic

2. Paint box and/or portable carrying case for supplies

3. For oil paints -- Turpenoid or OMS (odorless mineral spirits) And other mediums of your choice used for oils – to be discussed.)

4. An array of palette knives

5. An array of bristle and synthetic sable brushes. Vary sizes and types – rounds, flats, filberts, and brights. Have several large (size 10 and up) brushes on hand as well.  (see list for brushes below.)

BRUSHES:

Please see the list below for the ideal brand and size range of brushes I recommend for my painting class.


I suggest a set of both synthetic sable and bristle brushes -- PRINCETON BRAND – UMBRIA SERIES (synthetic sables)


If you cannot afford the brushes I list here, please ask the salesperson for a comparable brush made with similar-feeling materials. I prefer you get the UMBRIA brushes first -- these are the synthetic "sables."

BRUSH SHAPE NAMES --
FLAT, ROUND, FILBERT 


(You will get the following number sizes in each of the three shape categories)
#6, 8, 10, 12
This totals 12 brushes.

Eventually, I would like you to get the same sizes and shapes in the BRISTLE family which would total another 12 brushes but I realize that this is a lot at the onset.

Also bring a 16"x20" canvas panel for the initial class exercises.
